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	1.  Please describe your group goal for this month.
	We received a grant for three months: March-May 2006.  March Theme was identification of the group 
and purpose.

	2.  What activities took place or are planned to take place to achieve this goal.
	One day meeting (7:30 am -1:45 pm) identifying possible student-led activities.  The group consisted of 10-8th grade students from two junior highs, 5-9th graders, 5-10th graders, 5-11th graders. These 25 students worked in small and large groups to become familiar with one another and find out the issues of importance. All of these students will be entering a new high school in the fall of 2006.

	3.  What barriers were encountered during the attainment of this goal?
	Barriers: Students are located in four different buildings.  Communication and Transportation is a barrier.

	4.  What successes were encountered during the attainment of this goal?
	The group identified that they wanted to work towards developing projects that would welcome students and community members to the new high school that is scheduled to open fall 2006-2007.
The first project completed was to develop a flyer introducing themselves to the school community and the community at large. The first community service project was to assist in the Easter Egg Hunt at the locate park. The second would be to assist in the first community open house April 22 and April 23 for the new high school.  The students are assisting the school board in making 3000 informational bags 
to be handed out during the two days.  They will assist individuals during the tour, after the tour.  The reality of the new high school and the excitement that all students are filling about the opening.
