Maintaining the Momentum and Resources:

The challenges of teen alcohol use never go away.  Community coalitions need help in maintaining the momentum of their focus.  This section provides steps that coalitions can follow to maintain their momentum as well as resources they can turn to for additional help.

	Facilitation

	Utilize state resources to stay connected with prevention information.  
	To maintain the momentum of the coalition, it is important to utilize state and national resources.  Included below is a listing of resources that can assist the coalition.  Encourage coalition members to join the Prevention Connection, a list serv offered free to provide the most up to date information on prevention.  The list serv is provided by the Ohio Resource Network and can be joined by visiting www.ebasedprevention.org  Consider joining the Statewide Prevention Coalition Association (SPCA).  SPCA meets monthly to provide its members with the most up to date information on coalitions.  Please contact Kristen Fredrick at 1-800-788-7254, option #3.

	Promote the coalition in all areas of the community to encourage continued involvement.  
	Revisit the coalition membership periodically to ensure all community sectors are involved in the process.  

	Work as a coalition to make sure all involved feel a sense of belonging.  
	It is important to nurture a sense of belonging among the coalition.  Be sure to have fun and make each person feel they are making a contribution to the team.  

	Discuss how the coalition can secure funding for continuation.
	There are many sources of funding that communities can access to secure continuation.  Often times coalitions partner with other community organizations to share funding which allows the coalition to become sustainable in the community.  A few organizations that may be able to assist with funding include faith based organizations, the juvenile court, and the fire department. Partner with community businesses and organizations to receive “in-kind” contributions to assist in community events and prevention activities.
